Nursing Home: - Marge Binkowski reported census was stable at 21 residents. The Administrator will be back August 16th from maternity leave. A CD was renewed at a higher interest rate, Board discussed the hiring of Auth Consulting to help with a boiler replacement, a cooling unit on the air conditioner compressor was replaced. Randy Weber retiring in December and there was a 40-year celebration for a Dietary Aid. The clinic will be closing in January with rent being paid until June. There are many discussions on if another Health provider can be brought into the Clinic along with discussions of a day care.
