OPEN REGULAR BOARD MEETING -

Paul Unser made the motion to approve the minutes of the November 8th board meeting as submitted. Second by Pat Geraets and motion carried. 
PUBLIC INPUT – Patrick Weix brought up that he feels there needs to be brighter lights or a light pole on the South end of school by the daycare sidewalk. Tom Sauve addressed this by saying day care drop off would be by the new parking lot. There was a discussion for 2 hour parking to pull the parking off the street to the new parking lot especially in the winter months. Tom Sauve wanted to say thank you to Chief Thibado for all his help at the School. He is immensely helpful!

APPROVE ELMWOOD PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD APPOINTMENTS
Rick Stohr made the motion to approve Shelly Kosin and Rebecca Kellogg as Library Board Members. Second by Paul Unser and motion carried.  Josh Bleskacek abstained since he is the Village Board Library Board Liaison.
APPROVE PAY REQUEST #7- TOTAL EXCAVATING- CDBG PROJECT ($114,901.87)
Paul Unser made the motion to approve a pay request in the amount of $114,901.87. Second by Pat Geraets and motion carried.

APPROVE PAY REQUEST # 2- NEXT LEVEL EXCAVATING -LSL PROJECT ($71,583.75)
Paul Unser made the motion to approve the pay request in the amount of $71,583.75. Second by Josh Bleskacek and motion carried. 
APPROVE 2022 LEAD SERVICE LINE REPLACE (LSL) APPLICATION
Rick Stohr made the motion to approve working with Cedar Corp for the 2022 LSL application to finish all the line replacements. Second by Mark Wolf and motion carried. Funding wouldn’t be known until February of 2022.

CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF PETITION TO VACATE ALLEY (PIERCE & BLUFF AVE) 

This matter was tabled until January meeting since the paperwork hadn’t been received from the lawyer for consideration and approval.
COMMITTEE & BOARD REPORTS -
Library Board: - Josh Bleskacek reported that circulation is up, there was a photo display from the Pierce County Historical Society through November and was a success. Holiday take and make kits will be available around Christmas. MORE Library app is now available for download. Donations for the Dunn County Humane Society will be collected through the end of December. A survey was posted online about the library hour’s patron’s wants and needs.
Nursing Home: - Amy Wayne reported for Marge Binkowski since she was absent, census was at 21, CNAs are needed as well as positions in Dietary are needed.  Ellen Thompson’s last date is December 17th and Randy Weber (maintenance) is retiring on December 31st.
Parks & Buildings: - No Report

Public Works: - Jamie Reitz reported that 36 LSL replacements were done with 15 new shut offs being installed. A lift was rented to put up all the Christmas lights; the Public Works Department attended training in Durand this week for continuing education. Snow Plowing went well this last storm. Rick Stohr Committee Chair reported that a meeting was held with the Fire/Ambulance and an agreement was made for snowplowing and lawn mowing; $600 annually and every year the agreement would be reviewed by all parties. Ordinance 9-1-56 was reviewed by committee and approved to bring to the board for approval tonight.
Personnel & Finance: No report.
Police: - Chief Thibado reported 20 traffic stops, 23 calls for service, working with school/Kevin Kitchner to complete ATV/Snowmobile safety training, working on a new program for Christmas gifts for kids, a Community Dinner is planned for December 19th and all Village Employees will be helping out with the dinner. Chief Thibado is finishing up with the grant for PPE and working on the body camera equipment. He was approached by the Ambulance Service as a driver is needed, there would be no liability incurred for the Village as he would be under their policy.
