Library Board: - Josh Bleskacek report circulation was down from August, Kern’s Kurbside fundraiser for the library brought in just over $2,000, More new library system is under development and October 4 will be the beginning of the Librarian’s maternity leave
Nursing Home: - Marge Binkowski reported census is averaging at 21, the board met on the 21st of September. Covid testing is being done every two weeks on anyone unvaccinated and no current cases reported. Auth Consultation was hired for the boiler replacement project. Pay increases approved for CNAs and dietary and those department need employees.

Public Works: - Jamie Reitz reported the CDBG project has been completed, water reservoir has been cleaned and an airline was replaced. He attended an LRIP meeting and we are not in the cycle this year for a street project. Automatic Systems submitted a quote for updates that will need to be done in the future.
Personnel & Finance: It was reported that committee met to start budget preparations
Police: - Chief Thibado reported he had 36 traffic stops, 12 citations and 12 calls for service for the month. He is work on the equipment being purchased with the grant monies the department received, doing ERU training once a month, working on the speed signs installation, one needs a power invertor and one will be placed by the flashing sign by the Village entrance from Dunn County and one by the school. Restitution has been made for the park damage and “little library” at the park entrance.
